RULES AND SAFETY REQUIREMENTS:

1. All parade entries should have LIGHTS, LIGHTS, LIGHTS!! Floats do not show up at all in a night parade without lots of lights.

2.  DO NOT THROW CANDY from your float. This is a City of Medina Ordinance.
3.  IN CASE OF BREAKDOWN while on the parade route, please pull over if possible and wave the oncoming floats to pass around you.

4.  Every parade entry should have its name posted on both sides of its float with LIGHTS around it.

5.  All entries must be gathered to begin line up at 4:30PM. The parade will start at 5:30 p.m. SHARP!

6.  A “live” SANTA CLAUS is NOT allowed on any parade entry. We have invited the “real Santa”.   More than one Santa can be confusing to young children.

7.  All parade participants are required to conduct themselves in such a manner as not to infringe on the rights of those people living in and along the parade route.

8. There will be no live fires on any floats including wood stoves.  No straw or hay is to be used.

9. One current 5-lb. ABC Dry Chemical extinguisher must be carried and accessible on each float.  The gauge must be in the green area.

10.  There are to be no vision obstructions to tow vehicles.   An observer other than the driver is required with all towed entries; the observer can walk or ride with the entry.

11.  Alcohol beverages are not allowed in the staging area, during the parade or disbursement.

12.  No smoking on or near entries.


13.  Please place your generators in a well-ventilated area on your entry.  We recommend a 10 to 12 gauge wire to the generator.
